	LEARNING OBJECTIVES

	At the end of the lesson students will be able to:
1. Identify basic needs for their animal. 

2. Use a standard or non-standard unit of measurement to describe their animal’s length in a sentence. 

	MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT

	For double science (students create an animal and write about their animal’s needs in sentences) 
· Large pieces of colored construction paper (for students who wish to have a colored background for their good copy of writing) 
· Student’s creative writing journals (for first draft of their writing).
· Minimum of 20 pieces of plain white paper (for good draft of student writing) 
· Copies of assignment for each student 
· Whiteboard or smart board to display assignment (broken down into writing/ science portion and art portion) 

· Brain break : animal movement cube

· Brain break: Needs of animals song  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=k4UDf3tF_O4&app=desktop
For double art period that follows: (these items will be set up near the end of double science/ during recess by teacher so  when students return from recess we can go over the instructions for the art portion and then students can immediately start working on their visual representation so they do not feel rushed for time) 
· Clay/ plasticine 

· Pipe cleaners 

· Colorful plastic beads

· Popsicle sticks

· Glue sticks & white glue 

· Paint/ paint brushes/ cups for water/ paper to cover student desks

· Markers/ crayons 

· Blocks (lego) 

	PREPARATION AND LOGISTICAL CONSIDERATIONS

	· Students have not had an in depth lesson on animal habitats yet (this will happen the following week) , though students will still be asked to state where their animal lives (students will not be marked on whether or not their animal’s home makes logical sense with what it eats etc.)
· Teacher should have assignment already written out on whiteboard to prevent class time from being used to do so

· During their science period students will respond to the sentence starters about their animal 
· During the art period that follows ,students have a chance to finish up writing out the information about their animal and begin their visual representation of their animal 

Students who complete their sentences early can assist teacher in art supply set up: 

· Designate a painting spot in the room to minimize the mess

· Have materials laid out and spread out on different tables in the classroom so there is lots of space for students to work (students do not need to work at their desks they can move around the room) 

Additional Notes: Students will be presenting their information and visual representation of their animal to other students and teachers on Friday. 

	PROCEDURE

	Introduction
	Time

	·  We will have just had LA where students were sitting and making their quilt squares, so we should have a brain break before giving assignment instructions.
· Brain Break: Movement cube (This activity works as a quick review of some animal attributes that may have come up while reading any of our picture books, during our animal sorting math class or the field trip, as well as identifying them through actions)

· Have pictures of animals on a cube with a movement related to that animal written next to the animal. Ex. Spin like a spider, jump like a frog, stand like a flamingo, slither like a snake, scratch your claws like a bear (students can contribute their own ideas that do not already exist on the cube that they want the class to do)
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Teacher/ students can call out any of these animals and movements and demonstrate them to the class so everyone can follow along- the cube is not required. 

· After brain break: Have students gather around the whiteboard or the smart board where the assignment instructions are posted

· If students seem to have a lot of energy from the brain break, then maybe ask a student to remind the class how to walk quietly and sit in front of the board by demonstrating it for everyone to see and then the class can practice it together

	•Ask students to raise their hand if they know what a ‘Zoologist’ is. If hands are raised then pick a student to explain it to the class. If no one knows then the teacher will explain. 

•Introduce ‘Create an Animal’ to students by reading out their tasks as Zoologists (maybe use a ruler or pointer to help the students follow along while the teacher reads aloud) 
– if there was a special person of the week, the teacher could 
have a Zoologist hat for them to wear while they work
•Ask students to wait until we have gone through all the points on the board before raising their hand to ask a question (tell students that you will have a question time after)  
· Teacher explains 4 sentences that students must complete about the animal they discovered in the form of the following questions:  
NOTE: This assignment is meant to allow students to use their imagination and be creative so the teacher will not say things like “that animal can’t live there”.  If for example a student says their animal lives on another planet then that provides an opportunity to ask them questions and have a conversation with them about how their animal might get air, water or the food it eats. 

1) What is your animal’s name? Teacher says: you can make up any name you like or a name that you think describes your animal in some way. 

2) Where does your animal live? 

•Teacher will not put any examples on the board so students can be creative with their answers and because our class will not examine different animal habitats until next week

3) What does your animal eat? 

4) What is the length of your animal?

• Tell students that they can use any kind of measurement unit they want. Give examples of ones that we have used this week (our fingers, our feet, centimeters etc.) Teacher will write this piece of information on the board as they say it. 

• Measurements of student visual representations may not match the measurement they wrote for their animal if for example they say that their animal is the length of one school bus. Conversations with students could include discussing how their visual representation could be considered something called a ‘model’.

• If a student decides to create an animal that is too small to see, then the teacher will explain that their visual representation must be an enlarged model of their animal
· Ask for student volunteers to tell the class about what they need to do, as Zoologists, for this assignment (summarize it in their own words). Having a classmate explain what was just gone over may clear up a question a student had while the teacher was talking. 
•Have question time. Ask students to raise their hand before asking their question so that everyone gets a turn to talk and no one is interrupted

•Brain Break/ review of animal needs: Once all initial questions are answered then teacher will play the Needs of Animals song/ video and the class will sing the song and do our dance together before students begin working on their sentences. (the sentences they are about to work on requires them to write about animal needs so this quick review should help students remember our purpose of leaning about animals this week). 

•Ask students to work at their desks while doing their sentences (or students can be looking through books in the classroom to help them get started) 
· If students are struggling with this individual work time then teacher can let them know that during the art portion of this assignment they will get to move around and choose different places in the room to work 

· Teacher should explain why it is important that this writing portion of the assignment needs to be done in a relatively quiet classroom (Teacher can say: Quiet work is good sometimes because then everyone can focus and not be interrupted while thinking of new ideas and writing, but whispering to your neighbor is encouraged if you have a quick thought or question to share with them). 

· Ask a student helper to hand out a hard copy of the assignment and another helper to hand out student’s creative writing journals 

· Students will work on their first draft of writing out their sentences about their animal and write them in their creative writing journal that they have used in LA throughout the year
NOTE: Teacher will only explain the writing portion of the activity at this time to prevent students from feeling overwhelmed by instructions and forget which task they should be focusing on. The visual representation portion will follow because art is the next class the students have after our recess break.
· Teacher will explain the importance of having drafts before getting to your final finished product, as materials are being handed out 
Teacher could take a quick survey using the question: Who feels happy when they can take pride in their work? And then teacher would follow up by explaining that drafts help our work improve and we will all feel much happier about our work if we see ourselves get better as we continue to try. 

· Once materials are handed out teacher can inform the students that they will get to share their work with other classes that we invite into our room tomorrow. 
-Teacher can mention the importance of using class time effectively so that they will all have something to share with the guests that visit our classroom.

	Brain Break : Animal Pose Yoga

· Teacher and class will participate as a group and students can take turns choosing poses for the class to do or students could come to the front and show the class an animal pose they made up 

·  teacher could post this image on the smart board as a visual aid if some students are in at the back of the class and need a front/ side view of the poses  
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· Students must show the teacher their first draft in their journals first before moving onto their good copy (teacher will encourage students to make another draft, but if their work shows that they have fixed multiple mistakes and the student wants to move onto their good copy, then they can) 
· Students work on their good draft of their sentences 

· Students could add small illustrations of what their animal eats (for example) on their good copy paper
· Students will put finished good copy on teacher’s desk

· Students who have finished their good copy can start to help teacher set up for our art class

	5 mins (yoga)

	Conclusion
	Time

	· Students who are still working on their writing can leave their journals out on their desks 
· Have students sitting back in their desks
· Ask students to turn to an elbow partner and tell them one thing they struggled with or liked about this activity (teacher will walk around room and listen to student conversations. If a pair seems stuck then the teacher can assist them in their personal reflection) 
· Teacher can dismiss students who demonstrate that they can go get ready for recess (no mess around their desk, sitting quietly, etc.) – as teacher starts complimenting students, other students should follow their behavior (make sure to give one compliment to each student before dismissing everyone for recess).

	· Observation : Checking for:

1) Please copy each of the four sentence starters into your creative writing journal for your first writing draft. 

2) Please write neat and use capitals and periods for each of your sentences.  
3) Once you are happy with your sentences please write them onto a large sheet of paper.

4) Visually represent your animal. 

5) Present the information about your animal and display your visual representation. 
	


Extra time: 
- Students can help teacher set up art supplies for our next period
 -Color by number addition and subtraction sheets. After the student completes the equation they find the sum on the owl and color that part of the owl the color that is written underneath the answer line. 
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Possible Modification for Exceptional Learners: 

· Can be given the task of writing out invitations to give to other teachers/ classes telling them to come to our classroom at 11:30 on Friday to see our animal discoveries and creations 
· Could write down where their animal might find water or how their animal gets its food. Does your animal hunt for food? Does it live by a river? 

· Could create a second animal 

· If the student made a 2D representation of their animal, then the teacher could ask the student to make a 3D one as well. 

Differentiation:  
· Teacher will read the assignment out loud and write out the important pieces of information on the board for students who struggle with reading this much text. 
· Each student will have a copy of the assignment to have while they work so that they do not have to keep looking at the board of it is difficult on their eyes and so that the assignment is accessible for everyone (all students get a copy so that students are not singled out). 
· If a student struggles with writing then the teacher would first ask them to write their first draft in their journal so that they are still getting some writing practice, but allow the student to type their information & cut and paste it onto their poster paper for their good draft if they are self-conscious about their writing, since we are presenting our work to others. Maybe if a student struggling with writing has recently made significant improvements then the teacher could suggest that they pick their two favorite questions out of the four to do, so that they can take their time and not feel like they need to rush through the questions and their writing and continue to develop their writing skills. It might be beneficial for an ELL student to do less questions if the teacher thinks it could prevent them from feeling overwhelmed and frustrated or take away too much of their art time. 
· Students can visually represent their animal in any way that they want (make it on the computer, use pipe cleaners, paint a picture of it, draw and color it etc.). 
Resources: All resources used for this lesson were found on free online teaching resource websites. The color by number sheet just requires users to provide their email. I adapted the Create an Animal activity to grade one, originally it was designed for grade 3 with more text required for students to read and respond to and I tried to specify the assignment’s language.
